Wanamaker Organ Lives on at Lord and Taylor

| thought it appropriate to tell you about the
“Friends of the Wanamaker Organ” this month
due to the Christmas Holiday and the spectacu-
lar show that will take place at Lord & Taylor
in Philadelphia this year. Carrying out a be-
loved tradition, a Light Show and Organ con-
cert will be conducted in the Grand Court of the
Wanamaker Building on December 16 at 2:30
p.m.

First the history. In 1909, John and Rodman
Wanamaker, a successful Philadelphia father-
and-son team set out to acquire the largest or-
gan in the world for the central atrium of their
newest store across from City Hall. The instru-
ment came from the St. Louis World's Fair and
was brought to Philadelphia in a 13-car train.
The organ was dedicated on June 22, 1911.

With 10,059 pipes it was the largest organ in
the world, but in the seven-story Grand Court it
simply wasn’t loud enough. Work began im-
mediately and by 1914, they had added 4,000
pipes and 3,000 more by 1917. Construction
continued at intervals, and by the time work
ceased in 1932, there were 28,482 pipes in the

Wanamaker Organ.

John and Rodman Wanamaker believed that
exposure to quality on a grand scale not only
cultivated taste and refinement, it enriched the
spirit. A visit to their store was more than a
journey to the land of plenty. It was a pilgrim-
age to the Cathedral of Commerce, and the
Grand Court Organ was the Holy Grail.

In the fall of 1991 a group of enthusiasts
gathered and formed the “Friends of the Wana-
maker Organ”. This is a non-profit organiza-
tion commissioned to explore restoration of the
Wanamaker Organ. The Friends society ac-
tively cheerleads the restoration through its
magazine, The Sentor, and holds concerts fea-
turing “The Reigning Monarch of All Instru-
ments’. The Wanamaker Organ is now the re-
sponsibility of the Lord & Taylor department
store.  Much credit for the organ restoration
goes to executives at Hecht’s/Strawbridges,
Lord & Taylor and the May Department Stores
Company for their enthusiastic corporate sup-
port of this priceless American treasure.
